Chili Cook-off Rules and Regulations

Itinerary:

· Saturday, February 11

· 5:00 am – 8:00 am: Check-in/Setup Booths

· 6:00 am: Cooking may begin
· 7:00 am: Cook’s Meeting (Team Captain must attend)

· 10:45 am: Judging
· 11:00 am: Open to the public
· 3:00 pm: Awards

Booth Rules:

· There is no onsite water or electricity.
· You are responsible for setup and cleanup.
· You are responsible for your own tables, tents, and utensils (sampling cups, spoons, and napkins will be provided by PSL).
· No tent bigger than 12’x12’ may be used.

· Generators are not permitted (most people use propane).
· While businesses may advertise at their booths, under no circumstances may anyone offer any items or services for sale.

Chili Rules:

· For the purpose of this chili cook-off, chili is defined as ANY COMBINATION of ground, chopped or cubed meats together with spices and seasonings along with tomatoes, onions, peppers, beans and liquids such as broth. You may enter meatless, beanless, vegetarian, chicken or turkey chili (white chili). Sausage, either fresh or smoked, is considered meat for this cook-off.
· Cooking may begin no earlier than 6:00 Saturday morning.

· No ingredients may be pre-cooked or treated prior to the preparation period. Commercially canned and bottled ingredients are allowed. Pre-cut raw vegetables are allowed.

· Chili must be prepared in your booth in a sanitary manner.

· You must prepare a minimum of 5 gallons of chili for the public.
Judging

· Chili will be judged on the following criteria: Aroma, Appearance, Consistency, and Taste.
· To ensure impartiality and anonymity, each team will randomly be assigned a number. The PSL Judging Committee will collect your sample to take to the judges’ tent.
· Each team needs to have one (1) pint of chili reserved for judging. 
· Chili cook-off patrons will have the opportunity to cast votes for the “People’s Choice Award.” The votes will be tallied at 2:30 pm.
